About TVMDL Canyon Laboratory

TVMDL's Canyon laboratory opened in late 2020 and is a $17.6-
million, 22,000-square-foot facility that features the latest
technology for diagnostic veterinary
services. The facility offers an open-flow
laboratory environment for enhanced
collaboration, including one of only two
high-containment, biosafety level 3 (BSL-
3) laboratories in Texas dedicated to

diagnostic testing for animal diseases that

pose a significant threat to the agriculture

economy and public health.

The opening of the building signaled a relocation to Canyon from its
previous location in Amarillo, which was opened in 1975 to specifically
serve the Panhandle’s cattle feedlot industry. Almost 50 years later,
TVMDL's Panhandle laboratory has expanded its clientele by
offering testing for a variety of animal species, and for some of the
largest animal agriculture companies in the world, as well as the

ever-important smaller independent producers.

TVMDL is located on the campus of West Texas A&M University
(WTAMU), a 342-acre residential campus. Established in 1910, the
University has been part of The Texas A&M University System since
1990. With enrollment of more than 10,000 students, WT offers 60
undergraduate degree programs, 40 master’s degrees and two

doctoral degrees. The University is also home to the Panhandle-



Plains Historical Museum, the largest history museum in the state and
the home of one of the Southwest's finest art collections. The
Buffaloes are a member of the NCAA

Division |l Lone Star Conference and offers

15 men's and women's athletics programs.

On the campus of WTAMU, TVMDL's

laboratory is co-located with the

Veterinary Education, Research, &

Outreach (VERO) Building. VERO is associated with the Texas A&M
School of Veterinary Medicine & Biomedical Sciences (SVMBS) in
College Station. The VERO Building is a $22-million 36,000-square-
foot facility that serves as a regional veterinary teaching center that
creates a gateway to the SVMBS for students interested in pursuing
veterinary medicine from the Texas Panhandle and West Texas,
while also facilitating collaborative, multidisciplinary research among

scientists from across the region.
